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Identification:  the child seems to 
have educational difficulties 

Proposed assessment plan 
Within 15 days, the school district provides a written 
assessment plan to the parent or person with education 

rights 

Referral for assessment 
Written by a parent, person with education rights,  

teacher, or other service provider to school officials 
 

Parental consent 
The parent or person with education rights 

has 15 days to consent to the assessment by 
signing the assessment plan 

No parental consent 
If the parent or person with education rights 

refuses to sign the assessment plan, the 
assessment will not be conducted. 

Assessment conducted 

IEP team meeting 
Held within 60 calendar days (not counting school 
vacations for longer than 5 days) of the signing of 

the assessment plan to determine if the youth meets 
the eligibility requirements for special education 

Youth not eligible 
Special education process ends, 

and youth does not receive 
special education services 

Youth eligible 
If the youth is eligible for special education services, 

at the IEP meeting a written IEP is developed 

The parent or person with education 
rights has the right not to consent to the 

IEP if he or she does not agree  

Written parental consent for some or 
all of the IEP components 

IEP is implemented for all components consented to 
by the parent/person with education rights 

Due process hearing/mediation 
The parent or person with education 

rights may initiate a due process hearing 
with the California Department of 

Education if he or she disagrees with the 
school’s suggested program 

IEP review 
The IEP is reviewed annually or upon  

request at any time
